Statement of Purpose
The Korean American Students Association is dedicated to promoting and spreading awareness of Korean culture and customs with the Brown community at large, as well as the greater Providence area. The Korean American Students Association actively sponsors and promotes any activity which would foster cultural exchange, promote social networking, and benefit and enhance the Brown community. 
Membership
[bookmark: _GoBack]Membership is open to all undergraduate of Brown University and does not discriminate on the basis of sex, race, color, religion, handicap, status as a veteran, sexual orientation, or national or ethnic origin. 
Officers/Leadership
The Executive Board of the Korean American Student Association consists of a President, Vice-President, Social Chair, Communications Chair, Community/Cultural Chair, Publicity Chair, and Secretary. All are elected by the general body at the end of the Spring semester—the elected serve 2 semesters of the following year. The President will preside over all meetings, and shall have the duties and powers commonly incident to this office in addition to those duties and powers the members may designate. The Vice-President will be responsible for coordinating group cohesion, and function as a liaison between membership and the executive board. The Social Chair will actively recruit and handle communication between different student groups. The Communications Chair will be responsible for contact and notifying the general body of upcoming events. The Community/Cultural Chair is responsible for community outreach activities, as well as the planning of culturally pertinent events. The Publicity Chair is responsible for publicizing the events via social networking outlets, postering, advertising, word-of-mouth, and any other medium. The Secretary is responsible for attending meetings and recording the proceedings. The positions of President and Vice-President can only be obtained by those who have already served one full year as another officer. 
Elections
Officers shall be elected during the latter part of the spring semester of each academic year. A candidate must receive a majority of the votes cast in order to be elected. Runoffs shall be conducted between the top two vote-getters, if no candidate receives a majority of the first ballot. The order of the elections are as follows—President, Vice President, Social Chair, Communications Chair, Community/Cultural Chair, Publicity Chair, and Secretary. Each officer is limited to two terms at each position – each term is the following academic year. In the case of an officer’s inability to fulfill a full term, re-election will occur in order to fill the spot. 
Finances
Funds of the Korean American Students Association shall be held in the Student Activities Office, and will be obtained through UFB, Fund-Raising, and Donations, and other outlets. The Korean American Students Association agrees to follow all regulations regarding all financial transactions as set forth by the Student Activities Office. 
Advisor

Amendment Procedures
An amendment shall be brought before the group by a majority vote (two-thirds) of the general body. The President will notify members of the changes made. Once an amendment has been accepted by the Korean American Students Association it shall be given to the UCS vice-president at least two full days before the regularly scheduled full council meeting. A representative of the group shall attend this meeting to present the amendment for UCS approval. Upon receipt of a simple majority from UCS, the amendment shall be considered a formal part of the Korean American Students Association’s constitution.
